At its heart
are the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), which are an urgent call for action by all countries -developed and developing - in a
global partnership. In order to make the 2030 Agenda a reality, broad ownership of the SDGs must translate into a strong commitment
by all stakeholders to implement the global goals.

As Amartya Sen (1999) argues in Development as Freedom, the essential keys to development are self-determining human capability
and the democratic space in which agency is shared and expressed. Only the constructive energies of people operating on a large scale
can decisively change social conditions. In this context, the key to building SDGs is education. This is why the growth and improvement
of higher education has become a core objective in most countries. It carries the potential for growth and improvement in all other social
and economic sectors.

One such academic organization rapidly striding towards becoming a World Class University (WCU) through thrust on Socially Relevant
Research is Charotar University of Science and Technology (CHARUSAT). CHARUSAT has been established by promulgation of Gujarat
Private University Act, 2009. It is empowered to confer degrees under Section 22 of UGC Act, 1956. Presently, there are, on CHARUSAT
Campus, 6 faculties, 9 institutes offering more than 51 programmes leading to UG, PG and Ph. D in the field of Engineering and
Technology, Pharmacy, Computer Applications, Management, Applied Sciences, Nursing, Physiotherapy and Paramedical Sciences. All
education programmes are semester based. Learning is based on

Credit System and evaluation is based on Grading System. Looking to the academic excellence and its conspicuous social impact,
CHARUSAT has been awarded with A+ Grade by National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC), Bangalore. Quite uniquely,
CHARUSAT s the First State Private University in Gujarat to obtain A+ Grade in the very first cycle of Assessment by NAAC. CHARUSAT
has been ranked among the top three private universities of Gujarat by National Institute of Ranking Framework (NIRF), Government of
India. University has ranked in the band of 151-200 in NIRF. At national level, CHARUSAT ranks among top 101 - 150 Universities.
CHARUSAT has also been one of Top 3 Private Universities with 4 Stars in the Gujarat State Institutional Ranking Framework (GSIRF)
2020. In this endeavour to improve the research quality in the teacher- student fraternity, in the last five years, at CHARUSAT, 238
Research Scholars have been awarded with Ph. D. In addition, 383 Research Scholars are pursuing their Research at CHARUSAT.
From among 126 full time research scholars, this year 30% have been selected for fellowship from various government funding agencies.
CHARUSAT has 3 researchers appearing in top 2% most-quoted scientists of the world. More than 42% of the faculty at CHARUSAT
hold the highest degree of PhD. Within two years, 100% faculty shall be PhD holders.

The NEP 2020 policies curated by the Government of India to promote a holistic educational framework at higher educational institutions
focuses primarily on the use and integration of technology within the educational curricula as well to the promotion of research within the
system. In the light of this vision, CHARUSAT houses 240 Labs for Research, Consultancy and Testing and has collaborated with 70
reputed organizations, institutes and universities through MoUs. During the last five years, seed money grant was given to 73 teachers
for Innovative projects worth INR 130 Lacs. CHARUSAT Startup and Innovation Center has supported 90 start-ups and more than 1780
students benefitted through various initiatives. 30 projects worth INR 7.27 Crore have successfully been executed at CHARUSAT in
addition to 82 industrial consultancy projects of INR 1.8 Crores. 460 research-oriented events were organized. Further, around 300
Research students from institutes like [IT, BITS etc. undergone specialized courses at ICC. Policy for Patent filing and Royalty sharing
has led to the Publication of 12 patents and 2 royalty agreements. Paper publications in SCOPUS indexed journal stands at 901, Web of
Science at 463 and UGC-Listed at 195. 299 Book Chapters, 56 Books, and 299 research papers are published in conference proceedings.
Thus, there are 1352 publications during the period of 2016 to 2020. Moreover, in consonance with the NEP and the University’s
goal to soar high in World Rankings such as QS, each faculty member is also encouraged to undertake research in the area of interest
and is also acknowledged during Annual Day and Foundation Day Celebrations. The University Campus is spread over 120 acres of lush-
green land with modern teaching and learning facilities. The entire campus is Wi-Fi enabled and has 950 mbps round the clock internet
connectivity. There are more than 2923 PCs, high- endservers, and latest softwares, with more than 241 laboratories. The Central
Library is enriched with more than 95000 books, 340 Print Journals and 16000 E-journals & magazines and educational databases. The
present development at CHARUSAT has capital outlay of Rs. 1500
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million. Further, currently, CHARUSAT has more than 365 faculties and staff pulsating with vigor and will to conquer the world. The
commitment and zeal of the faculty is marked by their continuous engagement in rigorous academic activities, which are not just limited to
teaching, research and imparting knowledge and skills to more than 7299 students on roll. It has been envisaged to expand the
activities at CHARUSAT beyond teaching and extension through the establishment of Incubation, Innovation and Entrepreneurship
Development Centre in the Campus to deal with various activities. The intellectual capital is the backbone of effective teaching, research,
and mentoring. Out of 391 faculty members, 150 have Ph. D. degrees, while 237 have Master degrees. All the faculty are recruited by direct
selection based strictly on merit. Ad hoc appointments or contractual appointments are made in lieu of faculty deputations and
vacancies. Also, there is a provision to invite a person of eminence as Adjunct Professor. Despite all constraints resulting from the
ravages of the pandemic, CHARUSAT did not reduce the salary of any of the employees including the daily wagers. Regular increments
were duly released and there was no attrition in the number of employees. All recruitments were carried out even during pandemic.
Faculty promotions were also awarded. Further, it has been the practice at CHARUSAT to release the salaries of employees on the first day
of the month.

In order to give the students, an enriched academic experience, CHARUSAT strives to constantly upgrade its syllabi and curricula in
synchronization with the Industry needs. In the last academic year, 70 new courses have been introduced at CHARUSAT which is 50%
more than those offered in 2020-21. Similarly, 21 value added courses, imparting transferable and life skills, have been offered in the
year 2021-22; which is 250% more than those offered in the year before.

As a Networking University, CHARUSAT has always been willing to work in partnership for mutual benefits with Industries, Research
Centres, Academic Institutes and even Universities. CHARUSAT aims to become a dynamic and globally vibrant institute through
excellence in innovation and research through two of its thrust areas. The University has created Post- doctorate fellowships and has 12
Endowment Chairs. Experts of eminence from around the World are invited by Departments and Institutes to share their knowledge and
skills. Quite uniquely, Dr. APJ Abdul Kalam Chair has been established. Mr. Harish Mehta Founder & Executive Chairman of Onward
Technologies and First elected Chairman of NASSCOM graced the 10th Convocation Function as the chief guest and delivered the tenth
convocation address online. Thrust is also given on Research and Consultancy Projects. CHARUSAT, at present, has on hand and has
completed research projects from funding agencies like DST/DBT, GUJCOST, UGC, DAE, SERI, CSIR, ABB, DNP Industry, GSBTM,
CHARUSAT and many more. It also has Projects of Industry and Consultancy. To promote research and motivate them, University has
instituted best research paper award in each faculty. The second thrust area is focusing on healthcare education and healthcare delivery.
Healthcare Education has been initiated in the allied fields of Nursing, Physiotherapy and Paramedical Sciences. Further, to complement
healthcare education and to cater to the healthcare needs of all populace of the society, World — Class Multi-specialty CHARUSAT
HOSPITAL has also been established. Charusat Hospital is planned to be a 450 Bed Hospital at a capital outlay of Rs. 250 Crores. In
the first phase, 150 Bed Hospital has been fully functional. Further, during the year, many National and International Scholars visited
CHARUSAT and delivered lectures; similarly, CHARUSAT faculties visited places for the similar purposes, too. In context of student
support and progression, in addition to organizing various events and activities and facilitating the students for the same, CHARUSAT
has introduced different kinds of scholarships of Rs. 4 Crs. CHARUSAT has instituted total 30 Gold Medals, and created indoor and
outdoor sports facilities. CHARUSAT also provides special training to the students for GATE, GPAT, GRE, and other Professional
Certification Programs in their fields of Study.

These efforts will assist the University in carving out its own niche among institutions of higher learning in the country and abroad. We
must spread our wings in order to have a much broader impact in society and provide the best human resource possible. CHARUSAT
has set for itself the vision and goal of being amongst the top 50 Universities at the National Level. For the purpose,

Vision - Roadmap has been charted out. In the long run, CHARUSAT aspires to have an international identity through appearing in the
list of World Class Universities. It will strive to achieve it through a culture that represents the serenity of the places of learning like -
Takshashila and Nalanda and the scholarly aptitude of the Centres like Harward and Stanford. The Thirteenth Annual Report aptly
elaborates the events, activities, initiatives, and aspirations along with the development that took place at CHARUSAT during the year
2022-23. | hope you will be happy to read about those developments and activities.

Kelavani Mandal is a not for profit organization that solely
focuses on imparting education and spreading light of
knowledge.

Kelavani Mandal started functioning

from 1994 after getting registered as a not for profitEducation
Trust with Charity Commissioner’s Office.It works with the
following Vision and Mission:

As its first venture, Kelavani Mandal established Education

up the Changa Campus project. Education Campus

This year, due
to Covid, 50% of the seats fell under Management Quota.

Admissions to Postgraduate Programmes are based on three criteria: Bachelor Degree, GATE Qualification, and PG Entrance
